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FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT BETWEEN

This Framework Agreement is made by and between Mr.  Juan Carlos Doadrio Villarejo, Vice-Chancellor for Institutional Relations, acting in the name of the Complutense University of Madrid (hereinafter UCM),  pursuant to the authority granted by the Rector in the Rectoral Resolution, June 14th, 2019, and acting by delegation of the Rector according to Rectoral Decree 1/2021, January 11th, regarding the establishment of the UCM Vice-rectorates, the delegation of powers and various organizational issues, and published by the Official Gazzete (BOCM) of the Madrid Autonomous Community on January 14th, 2021. 
 (In case the Representative is from a company or private institution)

Both parties recognize herein the legal capacity of all those intervening as representatives and represented individuals, companies and entities, as explained above, to execute this Framework Agreement and hereby state as follows:
WHEREAS
1.- The UCM is an institution governed by public law, endowed with legal personality and full autonomy that, as set out in its Statutes approved by Decree 32/2017, March 21st, of the Governing Council from Madrid Autonomous Community (BOCM of March 24, 2017), has among its functions the creation, development, transmission and criticism of science, technology and culture, the dissemination, valorization and transfer of knowledge at the service of culture, quality life and economic development, the dissemination of knowledge and culture through university extension and continuing education, as well as promoting scientific exchange, academic mobility and cooperation for the development of peoples, which may be articulated through the establishment of relationships with other entities for the promotion and development of their institutional purposes.

III.- Both parties, sharing interests and objectives in the academic, scientific and cultural fields, want to record their interest in joining forces to promote and develop their common goals and establish a collaboration that reports mutual use in order to improve their respective tasks, for which they agree to sign this Framework Agreement in accordance with the following
CLAUSES

FIRST. PURPOSE OF THE FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT.

The purpose of this Framework Agreement is to set up a framework for cooperation between the UCM and (name of the company/institution), in the development of academic, cultural, scientific and cultural extension relations, (among others that are established between the parties), which are of interest to both parties. 
The field of collaboration may be specified in any activity related to the purposes of both entities, and may refer to the following: 

Different areas in which the parties may collaborate are established below, including without limitation. These or others may be included that the parties, by mutual agreement, determine: 

· Collaboration in joint research projects, of interest and mutual benefit, between departments or institutes, research groups and teaching and research staff. 

· Organization and promotion of cultural programs, conferences, congresses, seminars and training programs.
· Mutual and promotion of cultural programs, conferences, congresses, seminars and training programs.
· Publications, research papers and any type of academic materials that are of interest.
· The exchange and mobility of researchers, teaching staff, administration and students.
· Preparation of studies and technical works.
· As many others areas as are considered of mutual interest. 
SECOND. DEVELOPMENT OF THE FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT.
Both parties undertake to collaborate in the development of the necessary actions to address the lines of work envisaged in this Framework Agreement. For this purpose, in order to regulate each specific action that is programmed under this Framework Agreement, in view of its own nature, the corresponding document must be signed.

In case of a collaboration agreement, it must include, among other aspcets, subjects who sign it, purpose of the agreement, actions to be carried out, monitoring mechanisms, as well as the obligations and financial commitments assumed by the parties, if any, and applicable consequences in the event of non compliance, and any other aspects considered necessary for the correct compliance of its purposes and accordance with he currently applicable regulations. 
The extent of the collaboration will be conditioned, in each case, on the availability of means of each of the parties, as well as the priority required by their own ongoing programs.
No project or action program may be carried out without being previously defined and regulated in a specific agreement or adequate legal instrument.

For the development of these actions, the provisions of the current general regulations will be followed, as well as the procedures and regulations of the UCM for each specific case. 

THIRD. JOINT COORDINATING COMMITTEE.

For the monitoring, development, promotion and coordination of this Framework Agreement, as well as in order to specify the specific actions that will be developed under its protection and resolve any discrepancies and doubts that may arise regarding its interpretation or application, a Joint Coordinating Commitee is constituted, made up of representatives of both parties on a parity basis. The Committee will be formed 
From Complutense University of Madrid:

· The Vice-Chancellor with competence in (area) or a person to whom he/she may delegate.

The regime and operation of the Committee shall be agreed within it. Anything not foreseen, the provisions of the articles that regulate the operation of the collegiate bodies, Law 40/2015, October 1st, the Legal Regime of the Public Sector, will be followed. 
The members of the Joint Coordinating Committee appointed by UCM who lose or change the condition for which they were appointed may be replaced by the Rector. If for any circumstance the number of representatives changes, the parity regime will always be respected.
FOURTH. ECONOMIC COMMITMENTS.

This Framework Agreement does not entail financial obligations or economic consideration for either party.
The signing of any specific agreement signed under this Framework Agreement that implies expenses for any of the parties will be subject to its viability and the budgetary availability of each of them. In its execution, the applicable economic and financial execution rules must be observed.
FIFTH. PERSONAL DATA PROTECTION.

The parties undertake to process the personal data necessary for the execution of this Agreement in accordance with the provisions of Regulations (EU) 2016/679, of the European Parliament and of the Council of April 27th, 2016, regarding the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and the free circulation of these data (RGPD) and in Organic Law 3/2018, December 5th, on Protection of Personal Data and guarantee of digital rights (LOPDGDD).

SIXTH. CORPORATE IMAGE. 

Both entities mutually authorize the use of their respective logos or distinctive signs in all actions aimed at the dissemination and communication of the activities carried out in execution of this Framework Agreement.

SEVENTH. VALIDITY.
(In case of using electronic signature)

The duration of this Framework Agreement is four years and it comes into effect on the date the last signatory signs. It may be extended by express agreement between the parties, which must be formalized in writing two months before the expiration of the agreed term.

(In case of using handwritten signature)

The duration of this Framework Agreement is four years and it comes into effect on the date of signing it. It may be extended by express agreement between the parties, which must be formalized in writing two months before the expiration of the agreed term.

EIGHTH. MODIFICATION AND RESOLUTION. 
The parties may modify this Framework Agreement at any time by mutual agreement, and must be expressly reflected through the corresponding addendum.

An action for breach of the actions that constitute its object, the material impossibility of continuing it due to an unforeseen cause, the expiration of the term, a mutual agreement between the parties, a written communication from any of the parties desiring to resign at least two months in advance of the chosen date to terminate it, or any other cause that the parties may determine by mutual agreement will be cause for termination.
In case there is an specific Agreement in force concluded under this Framework Agreement, this one will remain in force until the completion of the specific actions which it determines.
NINTH.- LEGAL REGIME.

This Framework Agreement is governed by the general legislation of administrative procedure and legal regime of the public sector, and cannot be a source of specific and enforceable legal obligations or commitments.

TENTH.- CONFLICT RESOLUTION.
Any controversies and conflicts in relation to interpretation, development, modification, resolution and effects that might arise from the application of this Framework Agreement shall be resolved by agreement of the parties, within the Joint Coordinating Committe. If no such agreement is reached, litigious matters will be heard by the courts of the corresponding jurisdictional order.
